Five companies have been awarded contracts by Petronas Carigali Sdn Bhd (PCSB) to provide maintenance, construction and 

modification services at its offshore facilities in Peninsular Malaysia, Sabah and Sarawak. The companies are Carimin 

Engineering Services Sdn Bhd, Dayang Enterprise Sdn Bhd, Deleum Primera Sdn Bhd, Petra Resources Sdn Bhd, Sapura 

Fabrication Sdn Bhd and its joint venture partner, Borneo Seaoffshore Engineering Sdn Bhd. These five companies will carry 

out engineering and maintenance services, which include topside major maintenance, as well as facilities improvement projects 

for a five-year period from September 2017, with an option to extend for an additional year. 

In a separate announcement to Bursa yesterday (Jan 16), UMW O&G Corp Bhd said it had secured an umbrella contract from 

PCSB for the provision of hydraulic workover units (HWUs). It was awarded to its indirect wholly-owned unit UMW Workover 

Sdn Bhd. The contract is for three years from Dec 22, 2017 with an option to extend one year. It calls for the use of all or any 

UMW Gait 1, 2, 3, 5 and 6 to undertake workover services, which are services rendered in performing maintenance and/or 

remedial treatments on an O&G well. 
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
